· What people, activities, places most define your writing project site?

Share your writing with your site partner. What do you discover about your shared vision of your site’s identity?

Exploring Audience and Purpose
With your site partner, brainstorm a list of audiences and purposes for the work of your local writing project site.

Allow yourself to see your writing project site in a new way. 

Create a physical representation of:
· The spheres of work at your site

· Who leads this work

· Who are the audience(s)

· What are the purpose(s)

· What are the relationships between the spheres of work, between the people within your writing project site and outside your writing project site and between important partnerships or resources you draw from

· What is important and valued by your site
